FLEURIEU FOLK FESTIVAL NEWS 

2010 PERFORMERS ANNOUNCED 
 

We’ve been absolutely inundated with more than 200 applications from all 
over Australia to perform at this year’s Festival. Of course, it’s just not  
possible for us to book that number of acts and, as you can imagine, the 
Programming Committee has been presented with some extremely difficult 
decisions to make. We think they’ve done a pretty good job of selecting the 
performers for the 2010 Festival – a mixture of familiar favourites, local & 
interstate, some new faces, a variety of musical styles and a stronger than 
ever emphasis on young performers – the future of Folk. Have a look at the 
Festival website for a list of this year’s performers. For those who missed 
being included in the official program, there will be opportunities to  
perform at blackboard concerts or other venues in the town and there will 
be more time & space set aside for a variety of informal sessions. 

WHAT’S IT GOING TO COST? 
 

Our organising team does listen to what you, the community, want from the 
Festival and each year we try to make improvements in an effort to make 
the event one of the best festivals of its type in the Country. We’ve now 
reached the point where that is not going to be possible while there is no 
charge to get into the Festival. So, this year we will be introducing a small 
general admission charge of $5 per adult per day (Friday, Saturday &  
Sunday). As in the last two years, there will also be an entry charge of $10 
per day for the major acts in the Festival Hall (stadium). There will also be 
an option to purchase a “season pass” for the whole weekend for $30 (a 
saving of $15) which gets you into everything. It’s not free but it’s  
ridiculously good value and as affordable an event you will find anywhere! 
Children will still get free entry to all events when accompanied by a  
responsible adult. 

BILLETS REQUIRED 
 

Due to the higher number of Interstate acts performing at this year’s  
festival, we are looking for more people who would be willing to host some 
of our visiting performers. Billeting in Willunga itself is preferred but this 
is not essential provided the artists can be transported to and from the  
accommodation (sometimes at quite early or late hours).

FELICITY URQUHART 

Apart from being the 2010 Country  
Music of Australia Female Vocalist of 
the Year, Felicity Urquhart has received 
numerous awards over many years,  
including 2010 Apra Song of the Year 
for “Girl in the Mall” & Video Clip of 
the Year (2007) for “Big Black Cloud” 
and is currently the host of ABC Local 
Radio’s “Saturday Night Country”.  
 

Felicity Urquhart grew up in ‘Australia’s Country Music Capital’ Tamworth 
in regional NSW. The house she grew up in was filled with country music. 
Her parents would play country albums constantly and the local radio country 
show ‘Hoedown’ was her listening music every night before bedtime. The 
stories, the instrumentation and the voices had Felicity singing along and she 
use to pretend to be a radio announcer and record shows on her tape deck in 
her bedroom. Felicity also sang the entire playlist of songs on her radio show 
without musical backing. At the age of 10 a guitar playing relative from QLD 
was visiting Tamworth for the festival and she begged him to show her a few 
chords. Soon, Felicity decided to work in her dad’s upholstery workshop for 
pocket money and save up to buy her first guitar. The following year Felicity 
started busking on Peel Street during the festival – she was 11 years old. 
Felicity has spent the last twenty years working throughout Australia and  
internationally playing and promoting the music she loves with live  
performances, festival showcases and television appearances, always waving 
the flag for the music and the town which inspired her musical direction.  
Felicity was recently chosen by Tourism NSW to be the face of ‘The Heart 
Of Country’ NSW advertising campaign which was aired nationally on  
television and in cinemas.
